Begin Your Adoption Journey with AIS
1. Call to make an appointment.  Appointments are scheduled Monday-Friday between 9:00 a.m. and

4:00 p.m EST. To schedule an appointment with AIS, please call us directly at: (770) 339-7236.

2. Complete the application and mail it in with the $400 fee to hold your appointment.

3. During the first meeting an adoption counselor
will guide you in determining a direction for
your adoption plan.

4. The second meeting is usually scheduled two
weeks after the first.  You will be presented with
several options that match your individual-

ized needs.  Your lifestyle presentation/profile
(birthmother letter) is critiqued.   
 
 

5. Choose placement source(s), finalize

lifestyle presentation, complete homestudy, and wait for the call.  During your waiting time an
adoption counselor is available to assist you at anytime during your journey.

For your convenience the $2,800 fee is divided into three separate payments.  AIS accepts VISA/MasterCard.
